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A chromosome is a structure that is made of a chemical known as deoxyribonucleic
acid, or DNA as well as protein. Chromosomes are found in the nucleus of cells.
In humans, each cell normally contains 23 pairs of chromosomes, for a total of 46.
Chromosomes contain many genes. A gene is a molecular unit of heredity.
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A genome is an organism’s complete set of DNA, including all of
its genes. Each genome contains all of the information needed to
build and maintain that organism.

Genomes exist in three dimensions. They are
made of molecules. They are physical
objects that take up space—a lot of space.
Consider that the human genome is longer
than the average human. It consists of
around two meters of DNA, which must
somehow fit into cells, whose nuclei are
about 200,000 times narrower.

How Much Information is Stored in the Human Genome?\

‘A human has about 100 trillions (100,000 billions) cells.
Humans have about 50,000 different genes, which work together in complex ways to control much of
what our together in complex ways to control much of what our bodies do.

The human genome is folded into ~ 10,000 loops.

The human ‘genetic instruction book’ contains roughly
three billion base pairs of DNA. While the genome in
every cell of the body is identical, each type of cell needs
to be different to serve its specific purpose e.g. growing,
fighting disease, creating hormones or one of several
other hundreds of thousands of jobs.

Our body’s individual cells must be programmed to do
the right thing on any given instant.
